SQUID FISHING

Areas to Look for Squid

If you are planning to catch squids, it is important for you to know where you can find squids. The best spot to catch squids are the sea grass beds and the reefs. This environment is extremely suitable for squids. They can find food and shelter in these places and also a place to breed. Squids are mostly found in schools that can range from anything between two to fifty in number.
Squids usually school on the edge of the reef or the grass bed, as this allows them a better cover to ambush their prey. Thus, you should catch squids in this location, as they can give you great result. As a general rule, you should fish for squids in a reef or a grass bed that has plenty of weed cover. The depth of water should be around 15 feet. The deep water seems to allow a better distribution of food and provides better shelter to the squids from its predators.
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Peak Feeding Times 
During the early morning or late afternoon, squid are usually out hunting and will chase a jig well away from cover. There is no problem catching them when they are in this aggressive frame of mind. The large spawners which arrive along the southern coast in late winter and early spring are also particularly aggressive. They remain close to where they place their eggs (which are attached to the weed in small, pale clumps which can sometimes be seen from the surface should the water be calm and clear enough). In such an area, almost any creature seems fair game for big squid.

Stem Jigs

A Large pilchard, small whiting, or garfish, is impaled on the skewer, usually head first, but some squid fishers impale them the other way round. The bait fish is then secured to the stem by first threading the eyelet with the line which is wrapped around the fish, then passed back through the eyelet once more. 

B Others bind the fish to the jig with either a separate piece of line. 

C Or use hosiery elastic which is sold in fishing tackle outlets as Bait Mate

How do I choose a squid jig?
The colour of a squid jig is another popular topic for discussion. The rule of thumb is the brighter the day the brighter the colour. Also, once a jig has been used on a number of occasions it will fade, and the older and more faded the jig the better the results. The reason behind this is that the faded colours take on a more natural and transparent appearance to the squid, thus imitating the squid's natural preys more effectively. Still with all this said some days you will never predict what the squid’s preference will be. Squid lures or jigs now come in many different styles, ranging from garfish imitations through to Prawn imitations.

Squid Fishing Techniques 
Techniques for squid fishing are many and varied. Some drift, others fish at anchor. Some cast and retrieve their jig while other just let the jig trail back as the boat drifts with the wind.  
Should you be targeting large squid, anchoring in a likely area and fishing with baited stem jigs, suspended just above the bottom, under running floats. Fishing with rod and reel is more effective than fishing with a handline and just leaving the jigs to bob around of their own accord is at least as effective and continuously jiggling them.
Should you be targeting smaller squid, either for bait or the table, then fishing on the drift, that's provided the wind isn't too strong, and using 2.5 to 3.0 size Yo Zuri squid jigs, is the way to go. Using rod and reel is certainly easier than using handlines, and two outfits will allow you to have one jig trailing behind the boat while you cast ahead of the drift with the other, retrieving the jig in short spasmodic bursts.
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
